
 

          About the Institute: 
       

The Indian Institute of Tropical Meteorology was 
formally established under the UNDP's Special Fund 
Project initially as the Institute of Tropical Meteorology 
(ITM) at Pune on November 17, 1962 as a distinct part of 
the India Meteorological Department (IMD). On 1st April 
1971, the Government of India gave it an autonomous 
status with a new name as the Indian Institute of Tropical 
Meteorology (IITM). The IITM functions under the 
Department of Science and Technology, Government of 
India. 
     Atmospheric Science has been recognized as an 
important area of research due to its impact on various 
human activities, especially agriculture and earth’s 
environment. Hence, the objectives of the Institute are set 
forth to undertake and encourage research aimed at 
advancing the present knowledge in Atmospheric Sciences 
by identifying, planning, collaborating and conducting 
research programmes on problems of national and 
international importance. The institute is actively involved 
in the field observations along with theoretical studies. 
LASPEX, INODEX, ARMEX, participation in Antarctica 
Experiment Programmes are the best examples of the 
same. 
 
Prof. R. Ananthakrishnan (1911-1999): 

  
After completing D.Sc. in the field of light 

scattering under the guidance of noble laureate Sir C. V. 
Raman in 1937, Dr.R. Ananthakrishnan joined IMD and 
occupied several positions up to DDG. After retirement in 
1971 as Director ITM, he continued his research work as 
Hon. Fellow in IITM. He has been awarded Padmashree in 
1969 and Raman Centenary medal in 1988. He contributed 
scientific research work in every branch of physics. In the 
field of meteorology he covered several topics such as 
Aerological diagrams, Atmospheric thermodynamics, 
Atmospheric pressure oscillations, Errors in upper air data, 
Monsoon circulation, Tracks of storms and depressions. 
The publication ‘Climatology of Himalayas’ was one of his 
major contributions. There are 110 national and 
international research papers to his credit along with the 
book ‘An Introduction to Meteorology’. He was deeply 
associated in organizing and teaching courses in 
meteorology in University of Cochin and Pune. Under his 
able guidance 12 persons have been awarded with their      
     Doctorates. 
 

      About Academic Cell: 
   Academic Cell in this Institute has been formed in 
September 2003. The major activity involved in the 
academic cell is coordination of M.Tech (Atoms Sci) 
course with University of Pune (Institute has signed MoU 
with University of Pune), which is one of its kind at the 
national level. The other important activity undertaken by 
Academic Cell is smooth functioning of every aspect 
related to the Institute and University of Pune for the 
research students, registered for their Ph.D.  

Scientists in the Institute are dealing with the research 
projects funded by various agencies like DST, DOD, and 
ISRO etc. apart from their regular research work.  As a 
result of which there are about 40 students in IITM 
comprising of Research Fellows, CSIR Fellows, Project 
Students and others working in various branches of 
Atmospheric Science, Climate change and Environmental 
Studies.

M.Sc., B.E. etc doing their final year projects 
under the guidance of the scientists in the Institutes. To 
summarize, it is noteworthy that through the activities of 
the cell, the institute is   producing   excellent human 
Resource in the field of Atmospheric Science. In this 
context, Academic cell of this Institute has decided to 
organize the First Prof. R.Ananthakrishnan Memorial 
Conference during 18-19 January 2005 for the students who 
are working in the field of Atmospheric Sciences and other 
related fields. This conference is a part of the combined 
efforts of Academic Cell and the students of the institute.
